1. Information about the dissertation student

The PhD student was trained in a doctoral program at the Administration
and Management Department, Tourism Section of NBU. Adelina Savova
Stoyanova is a self-study PhD student, enrolled with the right of defence in the
doctoral program "Tourism”, NBU, Professional direction 3.9. Tourism,
scientific specialty "Tourism™ for the acquisition of an educational and
scientific degree "doctor".

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

«Structure, volume

The dissertation work of PhD student Adelina Stoyanova submitted
for review, the abstract and scientific publications related to the dissertation
work are the result of independent scientific research. The structure of the
dissertation rests on a well-grounded logic, consistency and connection between
the treated problems. It consists of an introduction (7 pages), an exposition in
three chapters (139 pages), a conclusion (2 pages), a list of used references (10
pages) and appendices (44 pages). The paper consist of 211 pages. In the main

text 36 figures and 6 tables are illustrated.

Argumented and convincing, the relevance and significance of the



researched issues are highlighted, considering that about 2/3 of the trips
worldwide are aimed at natural tourism resources, which in turn leads to the
risk of damage or destruction of the natural environment — a problem that in the
recent years has became more and more significant and serious. Explored are
the possibilities for the creation of a new, modern perspective for the
development and offering of ecotourism with an educational element in the
context of the experience industry, which would give a new power to
understanding and practice of ecotourism in Bulgaria.

The main goal of the dissertation work is clearly and precisely defined —
"to prove the need to create a new tourism platform that offers modern and
meeting the expectations of the tourist consumer, educational ecological trips
with an emphasis on experiences, by establishing connections and dependencies
between the views categories of concepts”. The goal was achieved by solving 5
research tasks.

The object of the research — "the different forms of practicing ecotourism
with an educational element on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria™ and
the subject of the research — "the attitudes and wishes that the users of
ecotourism services have; their expectations when practicing ecotourism with
an educational element and evaluating the experiences they seek by practicing
it”.

The main thesis of the dissertation is appropriately formulated, which is
based on the development of a new product combining sustainable
environmental protection with an emphasis on experiences as added value from
its consumption. Five working hypotheses are correctly defined.

The limitations accompanying the dissertation work are mainly directed to
the data relating only to the forms of ecotourism in Bulgaria and the number of

respondents (120), on which the statistical data concerning tourist experiences



in ecological tourism are based.

» Scientific literature used (assessment of the dissertation student's
awareness of the issues considered in the dissertation).

The sources of information provision include monographs and scientific
works of Bulgarian and foreign authors, examining the issues related to
ecological and educational tourism; specialized publications of business and
tourist organizations; legal and regulatory acts in the field of tourism; reports
from regional, national and international conferences; statistical publications of
international tourist organizations and NSI.

The used scientific literature includes 151 titles, of which 68 are in
Cyrillic and 83 are in Latin. PhD student Adelina Stoyanova knows well the
concepts of famous authors on the studied issues and successfully interprets

them. References have been used in good faith and correctly.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

« Emphasis is placed on the main scientific and/or scientific-applied
results achieved in the dissertation work

The content of the dissertation testifies that the PhD student Adelina
Stoyanova has carried out a thorough scientific study and a very good
practical proof of the author's goals and tasks. The style is tight and precise.
The text is written in understandable scientific language.

The logical framework of the exhibition is presented in the introduction.
The need to research ecotourism with an educational element in the context of
the experience industry is justified.

The first chapter of the dissertation "Essential characteristics of
ecotourism' examines the theoretical foundations of ecotourism. Special

attention is paid to the sustainable development of ecotourism. The research



interest is focused on the possibilities of increasing the educational element in
ecotourism.

In the second chapter of the dissertation work “Study of the factors
affecting tourist experiences in an ecological context” are analysed the
essence and specifics of the economy of experiences. Emphasis is placed on
factors influencing ecotravel experiences. The results of an online survey
among 120 polled users of ecotourism between the ages of 25-55 are presented
and analysed.

In the third chapter of the dissertation “A new approach to developing
an ecological travel model” a new, up-to-date and modern digital platform is
presented to offer ecotourism with an educational aspect, in the context of the
experience industry.

Main conclusions and summaries of the dissertation work are presented.
In the conclusion, the main analyses from the conducted research are
summarized.

* Attention is paid to the methodology used

The applied methodology is based on a set of research approaches and
methods. They are induction and deduction, research and observation, analysis
and synthesis, interview and survey, planning and development.

* The performance of the assigned tasks and the achievement of the goal of
the dissertation work are evaluated.

The distinguished scientific and scientific-applied results represent an
original contribution to the science of tourism. They give grounds for the
conclusion that the aim of the dissertation work has been achieved. The
research tasks have been completed. The research thesis is confirmed. The

formulated hypotheses have been proven.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions
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* Evaluation of the contributions indicated by the PhD student

PhD student Adelina Stoyanova correctly formulated the contributions
in the dissertation. The presented statement of contributions is correct and
realistically reflects the results achieved.

» Emphasis is placed on the main scientific and/or scientific-applied
contributions in the dissertation work.

| believe that scientific and scientific-applied contributions clearly stand
out in the dissertation work. They can be systematized as follows:

first — the theoretical foundations of ecotourism are outlined and the
connections and dependencies between the concepts of "ecology", "education”
and "experiences" are established. This contribution can be distinguished as
theoretical.;

secondly — as a scientific contribution, the identification of the presence of
new opportunities for diversifying eco-tourist trips by strengthening the
educational element in them can be indicated,;

third — another scientific contribution is the establishment of the place of
experiences in ecotourism in the direction of its development;

fourth — the practical-applied contribution is expressed in the proposed
model for the development of new eco-programs with an educational purpose

and an emphasis on experiences, with a digital application.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

PhD student Adelina Stoyanova has 8 scientific publications directly
related to the subject of the dissertation work, including 2 single and 6 co-
authored, of which 3 are in print. 7 publications are in Bulgarian, and 1 is in

English. Part of the reports are realized from participation in international
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scientific and scientific-practical conferences and symposiums, published in
edited collective volumes and journals, of which 3 are referenced in CEEOL..

* An assessment of the degree of dissemination of the obtained results in
the scientific literature is given.

The publications of PhD student Adelina Stoyanova are representative
and ensure sufficient dissemination of the research results among the
academic community and interested circles of the tourism business. The
scientific production, dedicated to the treated issues, exceeds the minimum
national requirements for acquiring the Doctorate of the National Academy of
Sciences, according to Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of LDAS.

6. Evaluation of the autoref

» An assessment of the correctness and degree of reflection of the content
of the dissertation work in the abstract is given.

The abstract is 53 pages long. It correctly corresponds with the dissertation
work and reliably presents the researched problems in a synthesized form.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

At the preliminary discussion of the dissertation work, some comments
and recommendations were made, which are reflected in good faith. They
improved the overall presentation of the development, as an independent study
with indisputable scientific and scientific-applied contributions.
